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The thickness of the noodles and the type of soup and toppings
of Okinawa soba differ according to the region and restaurant.
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Beni shoga, pickled ginger dyed a red color, is a popular sour
flavored topping.
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The local alcoholic beverage, awamori, is made from rice. There
are 47 breweries in Okinawa, and over 1,000 brands. The
standard way to drink it is to dilute it with water. You should
definitely try this richly aromatic drink.
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When you drink it at a restaurant, it may be served
in locally made ceramics.
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In the Okinawan language, “shisa” means “lion”. This is thought to
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Kariyushi shirts are casual shirts decorated with traditional Okinawan motifs. They’re generally worn as formal attire in
place of neckties in the summer months.

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Animal and plant quarantine

Please observe the rules about what you can bring into
Okinawa, and what you can take out.

Animal and plant quarantine is applied with the purpose of
preventing the import and export of animals, animal
products and plants or their produce that may carry
diseases or insect pests. Inspections are carried out at
ports and airports in order to prevent the introduction and
spread of diseases and pests.

Japan prohibits or restricts the importation of items from
specific countries and regions to prevent the introduction of
diseases and insect pests from overseas which may cause
significant harm to Japan’s livestock industry and
agriculture.

Other countries and regions also implement animal and
plant quarantines. When taking animals, animal products,
plants or their produce out of Okinawa, you should check
the quarantine rules of the destination country. Japan also
conducts inspections.

For details, contact the respective animal and plant
quarantine stations.
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Most meat products cannot be brought into Japan as souvenirs.
For details, check the website of the animal quarantine station.
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Most fruit and vegetables from areas where Ceratitis capitata,
Bactrocera dorsalis, and Bactrocera cucurbitae are prevalent
cannot be brought in.
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Regulations are placed on the carriage of citrus seedlings and
sweet potatoes and cannot be taken from the prefecture.
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To avoid the disappointment of having your souvenirs confiscated
at your destination, please check the quarantine information of the
destination country concerning animals, animal products, plants
or their produce in advance.
